‘Sycamore’ Navigational Scatter

Supplementary Regulations


1) Abergavenny Auto Club will promote a Navigational Scatter on Monday 30th March 2009.

2) The meeting will be governed by the General Regulations of the MSA Ltd, (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FISA), these supplementary regulations, and any written instructions that the organising club may issue for the event.

3) An MSA Permit has been applied for.

4) The event is open to fully elected and paid up members of Abergavenny Auto Club, and all member clubs of the WAMC.

5) All competitors must produce their respective valid club membership card at signing on.

6) This is the 4th round of Abergavenny Auto Club ‘Magellan’ Navigational Championship.

7) All entries and official information will be sent via e-mail, unless requested otherwise

8) The entry list opens on publication of these regulations, and closes on Friday 27th March 2009.  All Entries must be made on the official entry form and accompanied by the correct entry fee; post dated cheques will not be accepted.

9) The maximum entry for the event is 20, and the organisers reserve the right to cancel the event if less than 5 fully paid-up entries are received four days before the event.  Entry fees will be refunded in full if the organisers cancel the event.

10) The event will start & finish at Nevill Hall Sports & Social Club, map ref: SO 161 / 287 142.  Please observe the 5mph speed limit and respect the venue and staff.

11) The proposed program of the event will be:

A. Scrutineering & signing on commence at 19:30hrs, black spot details issued

B. Any competitor not signed on by 19:45hrs may be excluded 

C. Plotting data given out at 20:00

D. Events finishes at 22:00 (+ 5 mins penalised lateness)

12) The event uses Ordnance Survey Map 161, 1:50 000, Second Series, Edition B3.

13) There is no set route, crews decide which 75% of locations to visit, and plot their own route.  It is possible to create a 35-mile all tarmac route, avoiding all black spots, which will take no more than 2hrs to complete.

15)   Timing is by GMT, as displayed on the device held by the C of C, timed to the previous whole minute.

16) The event is designed for standard showroom specification family cars (stage rally cars are excluded from the competition); and all vehicles must comply with Road Rally bodywork and interior rules.  Multi-coloured cars; cars with damaged bodywork or with bodywork in primer, and any car carrying stickers, decals or advertising of any sort will not be permitted to start.  Vehicles must comply with all MSA Technical Regulations [C(b)].

17) The event has been specifically organised to comply with (H)31 and (H)97, all crews and vehicles must comply with these.  In addition, all vehicles must comply with the technical regulations as per (H)102 – (H)129, and any vehicle contravening these regulations will be excluded.

18) No more than 4 forward facing lights (excluding sidelights) to be used at any one time, as prevailing conditions allow, and any vehicle using more than 4 will be EXCLUDED.

19) All vehicles will be checked for noise as per [C(b)]24 at the start; they may be checked again during the course of the event; and if found excessive will be EXCLUDED.

20) Awards will be presented as follows: -


First overall driver and navigator

- an Award (subject to a minimum of 5 entries)


Second overall driver and navigator
- an Award (subject to a minimum of 8 entries)

21) Ties will be resolved by Type C, then Type B, finally Type A points scored.

22) Provisional Results will be published as soon as possible following the end of the event; final results will be e-mailed to all competitors within 7 days.

23) Protests are against the spirit of the event, and the decision of the C of C is final and absolute.

24) In the true spirit of Navigational Scatter Events, no crew will be able to obtain the required 100% proof of visiting any location from within a vehicle; competitors must exit their car to achieve it.

25) Competitors must supply their own equipment, and as a minimum, this should include a map, roamer, pencils, eraser, map-light, torch & clipboard.  

26) Wherever you park your vehicle, please do so with consideration for other road users.

27) Crews will be identified by their number plates.

28) Scoring

	For each correct Type A: Identified by 6 figure map reference
	10 points

	For each incorrect Type A
	- 10 points

	For each correct Type B: Identified by Directions
	15 points

	For each incorrect Type B 
	- 15 points

	For each correct Type C: Identified by solving Tulip / Herringbone diagram
	25 points

	For each incorrect Type C
	- 25 points


29) Penalties

	Reporting later than scheduled finish time
	10 points deducted per minute late for up to 5 minutes lateness, then EXCLUSION

	Any action contrary to the spirit of the event
	EXCLUSION

	Driving through a specified out of bounds area
	EXCLUSION

	Bad driving, contravening Traffic Regulations or the Highway Code
	EXCLUSION

	Excessive speed, excessive noise, excessive lights
	EXCLUSION

	Behaviour likely to bring the venue or sport into disrepute
	EXCLUSION

	Offences as reported by MSA observers or by Judges of Fact
	EXCLUSION


30) In respect of SR 29, competitors may be observed for such matters as not stopping at stop signs, crossing continuous double white lines, excessive speed, aggressive driving and inconsiderate driving with regard to other road users and inhabitants along the route.

31) All signed-on officials are also Judges of Fact.

32) The insurance of this event is subject to the normal policy conditions published in the Motorsport Regulations.  Your attention is drawn to the Declaration of the Indemnity on the entry form and in particular, "I declare that the use of the vehicle hereby entered will be covered by insurance as required by the law which is valid for such part of this event as shall take place on roads as defined by the law."  All drivers MUST produce valid insurance and MOT certificate (if applicable) at signing on, otherwise you will not be allowed to start.

33) The spirit of this event is to challenge navigators, and to this end, driving on the public highway does not form part of the competition.  Enjoy the challenge of the event, but at all times remember that our aim is to promote a Navigational Scatter Event, NOT a Road Race.
